1. Slide the suspension bracket (15) onto its rest and align the mounting hole, then use a suitable
cross-head screwdriver (not supplied) to secure the connection with the screw (ST3.5 x 13) (29) (Fig. 1a).

The hose reel with pressure hose (14) has been pre-assembled on the machine at plant.

1. Align the mounting hole on the hose reel knob (11) with its rest on the machine, then use a suitable cross-
head screwdriver (not supplied) to secure the connection with the screw (ST4.8 x 16) (30) (Fig. 3, steps 1, 2).
2. Guide the pressure hose (14) through the hose guide (7), then attach the retaining ring (14a) at the tip

(Fig. 4, steps 1, 2).

Connecting the water supply

This pressure washer requires a pressurised water source with a maximum pressure of 1 MPa (145psi). It is
recommended that a reinforced garden hose (with minimum diameter of 12 mm) is used for the water inlet
connection. It cannot be used with a bucket and siphon.
1. Run water through your garden hose (not supplied) to remove any foreign matter.
2. Attach garden hose to the water inlet adaptor (25) on the water inlet connector (10) of the machine
(Fig. 10, step 1). Aways use a standard coupling for water inlet. The hose length cannot be greater than
8 m in length for proper operation.

Py NOTE: If any filter is fitted at the water pipe connection to prevent any debris
_'l_ from entering the pump. Inspect and clean it before use as insufficient water
supply could damage the pump.
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3. Connect the other end of garden hose to a water supply (Fig. 10, step 2).

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Using different nozzles
Variable nozzle

The variable nozzle (20) will allow you to use any variety of spray patterns from a full fan spray to a direct
stream spray (Jet).

Rotate the end on the nozzle clockwise for “Jet” mode, and counterclockwise for “Spray” mode (Fig. 11).

» Jetmode
A water jet is discharged in a direct line to remove stubborn mud and other dirt from agricultural machinery,
etc. Keep the spray lance 15-25 cm away from the cleaning surface at all times.
e Spray mode
The water is discharged in a wide fan for cleaning wood decks, walls, motorbikes and automobiles, etc.
Always start using the fan spray and begin spraying from a minimum 90 cm away to avoid damaging the
surface of the material you are cleaning. Always begin by spraying in a testing area free and clear of people
and objects.
Py NOTE: Set the spray adjustment to “Jet” mode first of all, and then gradually
1 move it to the “Spray” position while pulling the spray gun trigger.

Auto stop function

The machine is designed to switch off the motor when the spray gun trigger (16a) on the spray gun (16) is
released.

Safety mechanisms
The pressure washer is equipped with the following safety mechanisms to ensure safe usage.

On/off rotary switch

This prevents the pressure washer from being unintentionally operated.

Spray gun trigger equipped with a trigger lock

This prevents the spray gun trigger (16a) from being pulled unintentionally, thereby avoiding starting the
pressure washer.

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Pressure switch

This prevents the pressure inside the pressure washer from exceeding permissible levels. Releasing the
spray gun trigger (16a) causes the valve operated by water pressure to halt pump operations, which allows
the pressure to be released through the water feed. The pump is started again when spray gun trigger (16a)
is pressed.

Thermal protector

This protects the motor by halting operations when abnormal heat is detected in the motor. It will start
operating again when the motor cools down.

EN Use

General operation

1. Check the machine, its power cord and plug as well as accessories for damage before each use. Do not
use the machine if it is damaged or shows wear. Take care of any problem you find or have the machine
checked by qualified specialist.

2. Double check that the accessories and attachments are properly secured.

3. Always transport the machine by its transport handle (1) and rear wheels (8) and the lock button (13)
must be in the unlocked state.

4. Always hold the spray gun firmly with both hands by its handle and gripping surface. Keep the handle
and gripping surface dry and free from lubricant to ensure safe support.

5. Ensure that the air vents (12) are always unobstructed and clear. Clean them if necessary with a soft
brush. Blocked air vents may lead to overheating and damage the machine.

7. Do not overwork yourself. Take regular breaks to ensure you can concentrate on the work and have full
control over the machine.

2. Setarequired spray pattern if using the variable nozzle (20).

3. Set the distance between the nozzle and the surface to be cleaned so that the surface to be cleaned is
not damaged.

4. Hold the spray gun (16) with both hands.

5. Switch on the machine by rotating the on/off rotary switch (3) to “I” position.

Recommended cleaning procedure

Dissolve dirt by applying the detergent mixed with water to the surface while still dry. Allow the detergent to
rest on the surface for a few minutes, but do not let the detergent dry.

When dealing with vertical surfaces work from the bottom upwards. Rinse from the bottom upward, use the
high pressure jet at a minimum distance of 30 cm at 45° angle and then from the top downward.

In some cases, scrubbing with brushes is needed to remove dirt. High pressure is not always the best
solution for good washing results, since it may damage some surfaces. The highest nozzle jet setting should
not be used on delicate or painted parts, or on pressurised components (e. g. tyres, inflation valves, etc.).

Effective washing depends on both the pressure and volume of the water used, to the same degree.

Begin by spraying in a testing area free and clear of people and objects.
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Cleaning with detergent

When cleaning with the pressure washer, some cleaning tasks can be completed with water alone, but for
most tasks it is advantageous to use a detergent. A detergent ensures a quick soaking of the dirt allowing
the high pressure water to penetrate and remove the dirt more effectively.

The low pressure position provides a gentle application of detergent. This position is also recommended to
rinse a surface after wax application or for other applications that require the low pressure of a garden hose.
Low pressure is the equivalent of a garden hose set at the lowest output to properly apply detergent.

When cleaning a vertical surface, spray off dirt / detergent from the bottom and work in an upwards
direction. Do not allow to dry.

Rinse from the top and work downwards to clean the surface with the fan nozzle.

Cooling system

The air vents, located in and around the pressure washer, must be kept clean and free of any obstructions to
ensure proper air cooling of the motor during operation. Never spray water directly onto the pressure washer
for cleaning.
WARNING! PREVENT WATER FROM PENETRATING THE AIR VENTS OF

Wood and Vinyl Decks

Rinse deck and surrounding area with fresh water. If using detergent, connect the detergent bottle

nozzle (21) to spray gun and apply to the area being cleaned at low pressure. For optimal results, reduce
your work area to smaller sections and clean each section one at a time. Allow the detergent to rest on the
surface for a few minutes and then rinse at high pressure.

DO NOT LET THE CLEANSER DRY Always clean from left to right and top to bottom for best results. Rinse
at high pressure using the fan spray, keeping the tip of the spray nozzle at least 15-25 cm from the cleaning
surface.

Maintain a further distance from the cleaning area when using a direct spray.

CAUTION! FOR SOFTER WOODS, INCREASE THE DISTANCE FROM THE
CLEANING AREA.

Cement Patios, Stone, and Brick

Rinse cleaning and surrounding area with fresh water. If using detergent, connect the detergent bottle nozzle (21)
to spray gun and apply to the area being cleaned at low pressure. Rinse at high pressure using the fan spray in a
sweeping motion keeping the tip of the spray nozzle at least 7-15 cm from the cleaning surface.

Maintain a further distance from the cleaning area when using a direct spray.

Cars, boats, and motorcycles

Rinse cleaning and surrounding area with fresh water. If using detergent, connect the detergent

bottle nozzle (21) to spray gun and apply to the area being cleaned at low pressure. To achieve the best
results, clean one side at a time. Allow the detergent to rest on the surface for a few minutes, but do not let
the detergent dry. Rinse at high pressure using the fan spray in a sweeping motion keeping the tip of the
spray nozzle at least 20 cm from the cleaning surface.

Wipe surface dry for a polished finish.

Cleaning the filter screen

Decalcification
