This electric grass trimmer MGT45028 is designated with a rated power input of
450 Watts.

The product is intended for cutting weed, grass or similar soft vegetation in
areas that are hard to reach, e. g. under bushes, on slopes and edges. It may
not be used to work on unusual thick, dry or wet grass, e. g. pasture grass, or
to shred leaves.

For safety reasons it is essential to read the entire instruction manual before
first operation and to observe all the instructions therein.

Auxiliary handle adjustment

1. Press down the lock button (15a) and
hold it in position, then rotate the auxiliary
handle (15) upward or downward to adjust
the angle (Fig. 4).

The guard (11) protects the operator against thrown objects during operation.
It is equipped with a knife (11b) that cuts the trimming lines (12d) (Fig. 12).
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@ NOTE: Always remove the knife protector (11d) before use.
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Switching on/off

1. Hold the product with one hand at the auxiliary handle (15) and with the other
at the main handle (1).

2. Squeeze the on/off switch (2) to switch the product on (Fig. 13).

3. Release the on/off switch (2) to switch the product off.

General operation

1. Check the product, its power cord and plug as well as accessories for damage
before each use. Do not use the product if it is damaged or shows wear.

2. Double check that the accessories and attachments are properly fixed.

3. Always hold the product on its handles. Keep the handles dry to ensure safe
support.

8. Trim longer grass in stages; do not cut long grass in one cut (Fig. 16). For the

Edging

1. Make sure that the knife protector (11d) is
removed and the plant protector (13) is pulled
out before operation.

Tips

1. For best results, do not cut wet grass because it tends to stick to the cutting

head and guard, prevents proper discharge of grass trimmings, and could

cause you to slip and fall.

Pay special attention when performing the work close to trees and bushes.

During use, the tip of the trimming lines (12d) will get shorter due to wear and the
trimming line may break. Regularly check the condition of the trimming lines (12d)
and adjust if necessary.
