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EN Safety   

General power tool safety warnings
WARNING! Read all safety warnings, instructions, 
illustrations and specifications provided with this 
power tool. Failure to follow all instructions listed 
below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious 
injury.
Save all warnings and instructions for future 
reference.
The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your 
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-
operated (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety
a)	 Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas 

invite accidents.
b)	 Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such 

as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. 
Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or 
fumes.

c)	 Keep children and bystanders away while operating a 
power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety
a)	 Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the

chamber is empty.
d)	 Keep your face and body away from the feed intake opening.
e)	 Do not allow hands or any other part of the body or clothing 

inside the feeding chamber, discharge chute, or near any moving 
part.

f)	 Keep proper balance and footing at all times. Do not overreach. 
Never stand at a higher level than the base of the product when 
feeding material into it.
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g)	 Always stand clear of the discharge zone when operating this 
product.

h)	 When feeding material into the product be extremely careful that 
pieces of metal, rocks, bottles, cans or other foreign objects are 
not included.

i)	 If the cutting mechanism strikes any foreign objects or if the 
product should start making any unusual noise or vibration, 
immediately shut off the power source and allow the product 
to stop. Disconnect the product from the supply and take the 
following steps before restarting and operating the product:

Maintenance and storage

storage, or to change an accessory, shut off the power source, 
disconnect the product from the supply and make sure that all 
moving parts are come to a complete stop.

Assembly

WARNING! The product must be fully assembled before operation! Do not use 
a product that is only partly assembled or assembled with damaged parts!
Follow the assembly instructions step-by-step and use the pictures provided as a 
visual guide to easily assemble the product!
Before using the product, familiarise yourself with the operating features read 
the entire instruction manual paying particular attention to the safety rules and 
operating procedures.
Do not connect the product to power supply before it is completely assembled.
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NOTE: Take care of small parts that are removed during assembly or when 
making adjustments. Keep them secure to avoid loss.

Tube assembly
WARNING! Once the tube has been completely assembled it may not be 
disassembled or removed from the main unit (11)! Contact a qualified specialist 
if the tube needs to be disassembled, e.g. for removing blockages or replacing 
damaged tube parts!

The lower tube (7) is designed with two pre-assembled guide rollers (7c). Use the guide rollers (7c) to push 
the product forward when necessary.

1.	 Remove the two pre-assembled screws (6a) from the upper tube (6) and keep them handy to avoid loss.

NOTE: Pay attention to the alignment of the tubes . In particular observe the 
orientation of the plug-in connection.

2.	 Align the lower tube (7) to the upper tube (6) and insert it all the way to the stop (Fig. 1, step 1). Ensure 
that the four latches (6b) engaged in the four corresponding location holes (7a) and the tubes (6 / 7) lock 
in place.

3.	 Align the assembled tubes to the main unit (11) and insert them all the way to the stop. Secure the 
upper tube (6) to the main unit (11) with the two screws (6a) using a suitable cross-head screwdriver 
(not supplied).

Collection bag
1.	 Align the bag connector (9a) to the outlet nozzle (11a) and insert it all the way to the stop (Fig. 2). Ensure 

that the two latches (9d) lock in position.
2.	 Attach two hanging loops (9b) to the bag hooks (6c / 7b) on the upper tube (6) and the lower tube (7).

2.	 Adjust the length of the harness (10) so that the securing clip (10a) is approximately 15 cm below your 
waist.
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3.	 Attach the securing clip (10a) to the hanging hole (1a) on the main handle (1) (Fig. 4).
4.	 Ensure the position of the product is comfortable and it is properly balanced.
5.	 In case of emergency press two clips of the quick release (10b). The product together with the securing 

clip (10a) will be released automatically from the body because of the weight of the product (Fig. 3).

Flat vacuum tube
For the convenience of collecting garden leaves on the roadside or pavement, a flat vacuum tube (8) with 
guide rollers (8a) can be quickly assembled on the round nozzle (7d) of the lower tube (7) (Fig. 5).

1.	 Align the flat vacuum tube (8) to the round nozzle (7d) of the lower tube (7) and insert it all the way to the 
stop (Fig. 5). Ensure that the two clips (8b) lock in place.

2.	 The flat nozzle (8c) is ready for use.
3.	 To remove the flat vacuum tube (8), release the two clips (8b) from the lower tube and pull it away.

•	 vacuuming dry leaves with the supplied round nozzle (7d) or flat nozzle (8c).

The product must not be used to create a dust hazard or as a wet blowing / suction device.

Auxiliary handle adjustment

EN Operation

General operation
1.	 Check the product, its power cord and plug as well as accessories for damage before each use. Do not 

use the product if it is damaged or shows wear. Take care of any problem you find or have the product 
checked by qualified specialist.

2.	 Double check that the accessories and attachments are properly fixed.
3.	 Always hold the product by its handle(s) (1/3). Keep the handle(s) dry and clean to ensure safe support.
4.	 Ensure that the air vents (15) are always unobstructed and clear. Clean them if necessary with a soft 

brush. Blocked air vents may lead to overheating and damage the product.
5.	 Switch the product off immediately if you are disturbed while working by other people entering the 

working area.

4.	 Switch the product off and disconnect it from the power supply.

6.	 Close the zipper (9c) before continuing operation.

Blowing
1.	 Before blowing, loosen leaves that are stuck to the ground using a broom or rake.
2.	 Always hold the product by the main handle (1) and the front handle (3).
3.	 Attach the harness (10) to the hanging hole (1a) and hang it on the shoulder.
4.	 Hold the tube approximately 10 cm above the ground and walk slowly forward using a sweeping motion 

from side to side (Fig. 11).

6.	 Ensure that you do not stir up any heavy objects and hurt somebody or damage something.

Vacuuming
1.	 Always hold the product by the main handle (1) and the front handle (3).
2.	 Attach the harness (10) to the hanging hole (1a) and hang it on the shoulder.
3.	 Push the product in front of you. Use the guide rollers (7c) to guide the round nozzle (7d) along the 

ground more easily (Fig. 12).

4.	 For using the flat nozzle (8c): Attach the flat vacuum tube (8) as mentioned in the “Assembly-> Flat 
vacuum tube” section and use the guide rollers (8a) to guide the flat nozzle (8c) along the ground to 
collect leaves.

5.	 The leaves will be sucked up into the tube and deposited into the collection bag (9).
6.	 Make sure the volume of leaves sucked in at one time is not too large. This will avoid clogging the tube 

and blocking the impeller wheel.

WARNING! Switch the product off and disconnect it from the power supply if it 
stops suddenly during operation and does not produce any suction.

Collection bag
